4. Prepare and handle chemicals for use in the cleanroom 
5. Operate electronic test equipment for testing of fluid circuits, 

transducer alignment, and material bonds 
6. Schedule daily room maintenance for bioburden testing and air 

quality testing 
7. Cross train and support and lead others in the assembly of our 

consumable devices 
8. Package and seal product for sterilization processing offsite 
9. Schedule regular calibration and service of test and assembly 

fixtures 
10. Self-manage daily workload and metrics for product yield 
11. Process work orders for each batch of product made
